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The early years of middle school and high school can present many tough challenges and decisions.  There are many different reasons people have for using drugs and alcohol.  You are going to create a presentation where you educate the class on your choice of an illegal drug.  You will need to create a PowerPoint presentation covering the following areas:
1. Drug name and where it comes from/or is made. 

2. What is the history of your drug and was it used for something else besides as a drug to                        get high?

3. What forms does your drug come in?

4. What are the short term effects of using it?

5. What are the long term effects of using it?

6. How much does it cost? (what is the street value)

7. What happens if you are caught using, dealing, or have it on your possession?

8. How do you stop using it?  What are the treatment options?

9. Share a story of someone’s drug taking experience that you researched.

10. Make sure to include at least 1 picture for each slide and include a resources page

You do not need to write a formal report, but you do need to create a presentation and present the information in your own words and you need to be able to pronounce all of the words that you use.  You will work with a partner or by yourself; you get to choose.

Possible topics include: Marijuana, Cocaine, Heroin, PCP, LSD, Ecstasy, Inhalants, Steroids, Alcohol, Methamphetamine, Tobacco, OxyContin, Spice/Space (synthetic marijuana), bath salts, DXM, Prescription drug abuse
